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Information Regarding Your Roof Repair

Your roof will be repaired in a good and workmanlike manner by a team of youth and adults trained in proper roofing practices. Functionality will be the primary focus of all roofing work and aesthetics will be a secondary focus. The work area will be left broom-clean and the yard will be swept for nails, although you should expect some dust and residual roofing nails to remain. TIME work teams are not authorized to complete any repairs beyond roofing.

As the homeowner, your responsibility is:

1. to make access to the roof ready and accessible

2. to provide space to accommodate a dumpster, a portable toilet, and roofing supplies

3. to provide continual access to a functioning, properly grounded electrical outlet between the hours of 8:00 AM and 5:00 PM on the scheduled workdays

You are welcome to watch the repairs and to talk freely with the members of TIME work team. Meeting you is one of the benefits of the mission experience for our youth and adults. 

If there are any of the homeowner’s items in the work area, we may need to move them, but are not responsible for items damaged or broken.
TIME’s goal is to provide you with a good quality, workmanlike roofing job. For this reason, we warranty the quality of our labor for a period of six months after completion of the work. In the unlikely event that there is a problem with our labor during that six-month period, our responsibility to you is limited to performing the labor again, at no cost to you. However, TIME is a volunteer, nonprofit organization and not a professional roofing contractor. For this reason, TIME disclaims all other warranties, express or implied, and TIME is not responsible for consequential damages, including water damage. Any problems with shingles or other materials installed by TIME are covered solely by the manufacturer’s warranty, if any, and are not the responsibility of TIME. If you experience any problems with the roofing labor done by TIME, then we ask that you give us prompt written notice.
